BYLAWS
OF
WESTWOOD RANCHES PHASE VI OWNER'S
ROAD MAINTENANCE ASSOCIATION, INC.

ARTICLE 1
HAME AND LOCATION

The name of the corporation is Westwood Ranches Phase VI
Owner’s Road Maintenance Association, Inc. hereinafter referred to
as the "Association". The principal office of the corporation
shall be located in the City of Chandler, State of Arizona, but
meetings of members and directors may be held at such places within
the State of Arizona, as may be designated by the Board of
Directors.

ARTICLE IX
DEFINITIONS

Section r. "Articles of Incorporation" shall mean, unless
ctherwise noted, the duly recorded Articles of Incorporation of the
Association as amended.

Section 2. "Association" shall mean and refer to Westwood
Ranches Phase VI Owner’s Road Maintenance Association, Inc., an
Arizona nonprofit corporation, its successors and assigns.

Secticon 3. "Board of Directors" or "Board" shall mean meobers
of the Association duly elected to act on behalf of any and all
members af the Association.

Section 4. "Declaration" shall mean and refer to the Road
Easement Maintenance Obligation, and all amendments thereto,
applicable to the Properties, which will be recorded in the cffice
of the County Recorder of Coconino County, Arizona.

Section 5. "Parcel"™ shall mean and refer to a separately
designated and legally describked freehcld estate consisting of any
plot of land and the improvements therecn shown upon any recorded

survey of plat of the Properties.

Section €. ™Member™ shall mean and refer to those Dpersons
entitled to membership as provided in the Declaration.

Section 7. "Owner® shall mean and refer to the record owner
{whether one or more persons or entities) of equitable title in fee
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simple {or legal title if equitable title has merged} which is a
part of the Prnpartias. Owner shall not include a person or entity
having an ownership interest merely as security for the performance
of an obligation.

Section 8., “Properties" shall mean and refer to that certain
real property described in Exhibit "A" of the Road Eacement
Maintenance Dbllgat1un, and such additions thereto as may hereafter
be brought within the jurisdiction of the Association.

Section 9. "Road Right-of-Ways" the right-of-ways for the
main reoads in and over (i) the Properties established by grant of
easement as to private lands and (ii) the easements granted by the
State of Arizona as to public lands as reflected on Exhibit V"B" of
the Road Easement Maintenance Obligation.

ARTICLE III

MEETING OF MEMBERS

Section .. Anppnual Meeting. The first annual meeting of the
Members shall be held on the 3rd Monday in June, beginning with the
year 1957, and each subsequent regular annual meeting of the
Members shall be held on the same day and the same month of each
year thereafter, at the hour of 7:00 o’clock p.m. If the day for
the annual meeting of the Members is a legal heliday, the meeting
will be held at the same hour on the first day fellowing which is
not a legal helidavy.

Section 2. Special Meeting. Special meetings of the Members
may be called at any time by the President or by the Board of
Directors, or upon written request of the Members who are entitled
to veote one~fourth ({1/4) of all of the wotes of the Class A

menbership.

Section 3. jotice of e 5. Written notice of each
meeting of the Members shall be given by or at the direction of the
Secretary or person authorized to call the meeting by mailing a
copy of such notice, postage prepaid, at least fifteen (15) days
before such meeting to each Member entitled to wvote thereat,
addressed to the Member’s address last appearing on the books of
the Association, or supplied by such Member to the Assocciaticon, for
the purpose of notice. Such notice shall specify the place, day,
and hour of the meeting and -in case of a special meeting, the
purpose of the meeting.

Section 4. Quorum. The presence at the meeting of Members
entitled to cast or of proxies entitled to cast one-tenth (1/10th)
of the votes of Members shall constitute a quorum for any action
except as otherwise provided in the Articles of Incorporation, the
Declaration, and these Bylaws. If however, such guorum shall not
be present or represented at any meeting, the Members entitled to
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vote thereat shall have power to adjourn the meeting from time to
time without notice cther than announcement at the meeting until a
guorum as aforesaid shall be present or be represented.

Eect%nn 5. Proxjes. At all meetings of Members each Member
may vote in person or by proxy. All proxies shall ke in writing
and filed with the Secretary of the Association. Every proxy shall
be revocable and shall automatically cease upon conveyance by the
Member of his Parcel.

ARTICLE IV

BOARD OF DIRECTORS
SELECTION AND TERM OF OFFICE

Section 1. MNumber. The affairs of this Assoclation shall be
managed by a Board of Directors consisting of an odd number of not
less than three (3) nor more than nine (%) persons, and such other
officers as the Board of Directors may select from time to time,
ineluding a President, a Vice President, a Secretary and a
Treasurer. The same person may heold any twe (2) offices, except
that the President may not, at the same time hold the office of the
Vice President or Secretary.

Section 2. Tere of Office. At the first annual meeting, the
Members shall elect one (1)} director for a term of one (1) Yyear,
one {1} director for a term of two (2) years and cne (1) director
for a term of three (3) years; and at each anrnual mDeeting
thereafter, the Members shall elect a director or directors, as the
case may be, for a term of three (3) years to replace the outgeing
director or directors, as the case may be.

Section 3. Election. Election teo the Board of Directors
shall be by secret written ballet. At such elections, the Members
or their proxies may cast, in respect te such vacancy, as many
votes as they are entitled to exercise under the provisicns of the
Articles of Incorporation. The persons receiving the largest
number of votes shall be elected. Cumulative voting is required

for the election of directors.
ARTICLE V
HOMINATIONS AND ELECTION OF DIRECTORS

Section 1. Nopipation. Nomination for election of the Board
af Directors shall be made by a nominating committee. Nominations
may alsc be made from the floor at the annual meeting. The nominat-
ing committee shall consist of a chairman, who shall be a member
of the Board of Directers, and two (2) or more Members of the
Association. The nominating committee shall be appointed by the
Board of Directors prior to such annual meeting until the close of
the next annual meeting and such appointment shall be announced at
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
